Description of the holiday and hagiography of Peter and Fevronia

The Day of Family, Love and Fidelity a holiday that is celebrated annually by the country's family citizens and couples in love on 8 July. It is closely linked to the history and life story of Saints Peter and Fevronia. Because they are the ones who are the patrons of family and marriage in Russia. 
 According to the legend, Peter was very ill and only Fevronia, young woman from country, was able to heal him. Fevronia said she would do it if he married her. Peter agreed. Soon Peter was cured, but he did not keep his promise and simply decided to pay off Fevronia. A few days later, the disease returned to him. So he came to Fevronia and the woman healed him once more. After they got married and lived a long life in peace and love. They were very honest and fair rulers of Murom. People love and respect them very much. Peter and Fevronia died together on one day and were buried in one grave.

Today, Family, Love and Fidelity Day traditionally celebrated with entertainment events, folk crafts workshops, sporting events, concerts and fairs. Married couples are awarded the Commemorative Medal «For Love and Fidelity». On this day it is customary to make an engagement. The symbol of the holiday is a daisy flower. The white petals of this flower symbolise purity and devotion. Besides, there is a tradition of guessing on a chamomile for their future spouse.

Holy Trinity monastery
The monastery was founded in 1643. It was erected by "diligence" and "care" of the Murom merchant Tarasy Borisovich Tsvetnov. The construction began with the erection of the Trinity Church in 1642 - 1643 on the place of the old wooden church of the same name.

A chapel and a spring in honor of Saints Peter and Fevronia were built on the territory of the monastery. There are three active churches in the monastery.

The main holy relics of the monastery are the relics of Saint Peter and Fevronia, transported from the local museum September 19, 1992. Pilgrims come to Holy Trinity Monastery to worship the relics of the patrons of the Orthodox family, love and prosperity in marriage.  
  Monument to St. Peter and Fevronia
The monument to Saint Blessed Peter and Fevronia in Murom was unveiled near the walls of the Holy Trinity monastery. The work of the Moscow architect, sculptor and honored artist Vladimir Alexandrovich Surovtsev and architects Oleg and Vladimir Syagin in a short time has become one of the main and revered attractions in Murom.

Monument to the Murom saints was cast for the Day of Family, Love and Fidelity at the plant in the town of Zhukovsky. Peter, Fevronia and the rabbit, sitting at their feet, are located on a high 7-ton stone pedestal, made in St. Petersburg.

The prince holds a sword symbolizing princely power and the inviolability of the Russian spirit. The veil of the princess draped over Peter's shoulders is a symbol of women’s wisdom and patronage. The rabbit (by the way, it sits on the back side of the monument) denotes fertility and unity with the environment. People who come to the monument necessarily rub it’s nose for good luck.
